Editorial Ethics
The Ethics Code of the journal «Family Health – the XXI century» is a set of rules regulating the relationship of authors, editors, reviewer during consideration and publishing of articles. The observation of the following rules by all the participants will provide the authors` intellectual property right, increase the quality of publication and eliminate the risk of unlawful use of authors` materials.
Elaborating the principles of editorial ethics we took into account recommendations of the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE) as well as experience of other editions.  
The editorial board, staff and Ural Regional Nutrition Centre as the publisher of the scientific journal «Family Health – the XXI century» support the policy of observation of editorial ethics principles. This demand is taken into account during reviewing and publishing of an article.
Responsibilities of the chief editor and editorial board

The chief editor of the journal «Family Health – the XXI century» makes a decision on publication or non-publication of articles sent to the editorial office. 
This decision is made after we check the work authenticity, absence of plagiary and its applicability for researchers and readers. If it`s necessary the chief editor makes a decision of publication together with the members of the editorial board and reviewers.
Justice
The editorial board considers all the works sent for publication respecting the authors` intellectual property right and taking into account their previous publications.

If the author is a member of the editorial board his manuscript is considered by another qualified specialist.

Confidentiality
The chief editor of the journal «Family Health – the XXI century» and editorial board members are not allowed to disclose the information about the manuscripts sent for publication to anyone except the people who take part in the professional assessment of the manuscript: author, reviewer, editorial board consultants, publisher. No one else can access the information about the work content.
If the manuscript is taken for publishing the authors receive a notification about the proposed period of publication. If the work is refused or sent for improvement the editorial board should provide sufficient arguments for this decision.
Information disclosure and conflict of interests 
The content of the work can`t be used by the chief editor and editorial board members in any of their scientific research without the written permission of an author. Confidential information or ideas opened while reviewing 

should be kept in secrecy and can`t be used to derive an individual benefit.

Ethical complaints
The chief editor of the journal «Family Health – the XXI century» should take quick and adequate measures to decide ethical complaints concerning published articles coming in contact with the editorial staff and the publisher.
Reviewers` responsibilities

The process of reviewing helps the chief editor to make a decision on publication. The contact of the editorial staff with the author helps to improve the work as quick as possible.
Confidentiality

Every manuscript is considered as a confidential document. It`s not discussed or shown to anyone except the people taking part in its professional assessment.
Objectivity standards  
All reviews should be objective. A reviewer should express his/her point of view in a clear and proved way.

Reference recognition

If there`s no reference to any of the literary sources mentioned in the article a reviewer should note this fact to the author. Any mentioning that these or those data have already been published in scientific literature should have a relevant reference. A reviewer also calls the editor`s attention in case he finds complete or partial text similarity between the given manuscript and any other published scientific work.
Information disclosure and conflict of interests 

Non-published data presented in an article can`t be used by the reviewer in any of his scientific research without the written permission of an author. Confidential information or ideas opened while reviewing 

should be kept in secrecy and can`t be used to derive an individual benefit.

Authors` responsibilities 
Authenticity and plagiary 

Authors of an article should guaranty that their work is absolutely original. If the work contains the ideas of other authors it should be noted in the text and proved by a relevant reference. The author sending an article to the editorial staff should guaranty that all the co-authors agree with its publication. The editorial staff can refuse an article if it offends the intellectual rights of other people, norms of scientific ethics or  contains some information of the limited access. The authors and organization sending an article for publication are informed about all these cases.
Plagiary has many forms including the presentation of another person's work as your own, copying or paraphrasing significant parts of another work (without any reference), claiming one`s right on the research  results received by other people. All plagiary forms are considered to be unethical and impossible.
Sending a manuscript to two or more journals simultaneously is also considered to be unethical and impossible.

Authorship 

Authors are those people who`ve made a significant contribution into the conception, planning, management and interpretation of the research. All the people having made a significant contribution into the work should be stated as co-authors.
All financial support sources should be opened.
Mistakes in published works

If an author finds a significant mistake or inaccuracy in his published work he should inform the chief editor as quick as possible and cooperate with him to publish a denial or a corrected variant of the article. If the editor finds out that the published work contains a significant mistake the author should publish a denial or corrected variant of the article or give proofs that the work is right.
Plagiary discovery
The editorial board and Ural Regional Nutrition Centre as the publisher of the journal «Family Health – the XXI century» undertake an obligation to help scientific community in all the aspects of editorial ethics observation, especially in cases of plagiary and double publishing.
